The JJDPA reauthorization bill — I support JJDPA reauthorization because it:

Promotes the use of effective community-based alternatives to detention and incarceration,
such as the Juvenile Detention Alternatives Initiative (JDAI);

Steers non-delinquent youth, like runaways and truants, away from locked facilities and
into community- and family-based programs that help youth and families deal with the root
issues;

Protects youth by improving the way they are treated when in locked facilities, and by
keeping them out of adult jails and lock-ups;

Provides States with concrete guidance on how to reduce racial and ethnic disparities in the
juvenile justice system; and

Incentivizes States to develop and adopt best practices proven to reduce delinquency,
increase youth and family success, and save communities money.
